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39 SYMPOSIUM ON MISOPROSTOL AND MIFEPRISTONE
IN GYNECOLOGY AND OBSTETRICS

Misoprostol is a medication that possesses several clinical indications in Gynecology
and Obstetrics and, although most of them are yet to be registered, they are not
less effective.

Mifepristone is another substance with a great clinical potential yet to be
determined in Gynecology and Obstetrics as in other medical specialties.

More than 14 years ago, exactly in 1992, we organized in Valencia, Spain, the
first Journey or Symposium on RU-486 or mifepristone, and participated 485
congressmen. Three years later, in 1995, we held the First International Symposium
on the Use of Misoprostol for Abortion.

Since 12 years to date, we promoted and financed, at the Eusebio Hernandez
Hospital (Havana, Cuba), a wide program of research and clinical trials on the
use of misoprostol and, recently, also on mifepristone, studying several clinical
indications in Gynecology and Obstetrics. That program, along with the clinical
studies carried out in our clinics of Valencia and Castell6, has generated thirty
scientific publications.

The third Symposium or Journey will be held on next October 4 and 5, 2007, at
the Palace of Congresses and Exhibitions in Valencia, Spain. It is a purpose to
summarize the current knowledge on the use of both misoprostol and mifepristone
in Reproductive Health, as well as with the intention of letting know our results
achieved in 12 years of studies and also those results from hundreds of colleagues
and research institutions that are clearly known.

The first session, or Journey, on Thursday October 4, will be devoted, all over 4
Round Tables, to the following themes: 1) Misoprostol for the induction of labor,
2) Misoprostol for post partum Haemorrhage, 3) Mifepristone and Emergency
Contraception, 4) Other indications of Misoprostol and Mifepristone: Hysteroscopy,
uterine myomas, Artificial Insemination, insertion of IUDs, etc., 5) New perspectives:
future tendencies.

The second session, or Journey, will be exclusively dedicated to abortion given
the importance that, both misoprostol and mifepristone, have demonstrated in
this subspecialty, as for first and second trimester abortion, and in pharmacological
and surgical abortion, devoting the session in the afternoon to abortion in the
American Continent.
